The third International Conference on Space Applications* will take place in Toulouse from
8 to 11 June 2010. The Conference will provide an opportunity to demonstrate how new
satellite-based services and applications are playing an increasing role in simplifying everyday
life for us all. This covers topics as diverse as environmental management, health issues and
economic development.

The Conference is aimed particularly at those who are developing new and innovative solutions
for space applications especially designed for the general public. It is also for all those who
believe that space is the key to resolving their technical and economic requirements, either
alone or when combined with other technologies. It will allow all the attendees to share their
experiences.

The Conference will include both plenary and poster sessions so that innovators and users can
meet directly. Of the 4 days, one half-day will be devoted to GMES, GALILEO and ICTs. The
following three and a half days will cover the four themes listed in the ‘Call for papers’ section.
The programme will be finalized once the proposals in response to the call for papers have
been evaluated.

It is intended that the Conference continue to be an essential international forum for operational
Space applications.

TECHNO DIS

2nd Conference on Disruptive technologies
in Space Activities
9-11 June 2010

The First International Symposium on Disruptive Technologies in the space field was held in
Marseille from 4 to 6 July 2005, where it brought together around a hundred representatives of
the main Space players from about ten countries in Europe, America and Japan including
agencies, institutions, industries, laboratories and research organizations. It mainly dealt with
subjects relating to orbital systems, through sessions devoted to the most upgradable satellite
subsystems and components, such as instruments, onboard computers, detectors, propulsion
systems, actuators, electronic components, etc.

This second edition will last three days and will be open to the same space community:
agencies, institutions, industries, laboratories and research organizations. It will have an even
stronger international aspect with new participants such as China, India, Russia and Ukraine,
all major Space nations. The main new feature of this second edition is that all areas of space
activities will be covered. In particular, disruptive technologies relating to launchers will be dealt
with for the first time, as well as technologies which have led to innovative terrestrial
applications. This symposium will help to identify and characterise present or future disruptive
technologies, and their impact on the design of future satellites and launchers, as well as
ground segments. It will also deal with the impact of recent technological disruptions,
particularly those which have led to major changes in the definition of these various systems.
The diversity of papers, poster session and discussions between participants should help
space players to identify technologies that are undergoing major changes, those that may lead
to spin-offs, and those which should benefit from further research and development activities.

The first Space-Eco Symposium
“What are in 2010 the Space Business
perspectives?”

The Space and Economy Symposium, the "Space-eco Symposium", intends to become
a biannual event to be held in the frame of the Toulouse Space Show. The Space-eco
Symposium aims at a large international participation with representatives from most
nations active in space.

High standard contributions will be presented in the Space-eco symposium, covering all
aspects of space Economy. Both research works and business presentations would
compose the agenda with this unique possibility of confronting the field experience of
companies active in the space field and research laboratories in economy analysing the
space domain. The Space-eco Symposium is a good occasion to present results to an
international audience and to learn what is happening worldwide in the field.

Themes

When considering how many nations have now acquired space-faring capabilities, and
how many nations or companies have the economical resources and the know-how to
deploy and operate space missions, it is certainly worthwhile considering space not only
as a venture but also as a business.

Regarding the missions performed now by space systems, more and more applications,
of commercial or of public service, have been developed. Space is now oriented
towards “applications” and technology development or demonstration as well as
progresses in knowledge (science missions) are what put in a second row.

In the field of more fundamental research, many topics studied by economics
laboratories find their application also in space. It is of paramount importance to show to
industry that theoretical or applied researches could well bring a plus to their own
current analysis. It is also very important for industry to be able to bring data and case
studies to research labs.

The space-eco symposium intends to cover as many aspects of the Economy of space
as possible.

Any presentation relating to economy of firms, markets, product and their evolution will
be welcomed.

The call for papers covers the following fields: Risks and insurance, Markets and
business plans, Financing, subsidies and institutional aids, stock exchange, Prices,
costs, competition and its limitations, Management methods and tools, Relations
between actors, Decision mechanisms,

And any other topics in relation with the general subject of the conference i.e.
economics and space.

However, especially for this 2010 edition, we would like to put more emphasis on, but
not limited to, a number of topics such as:

o In the context of a worldwide financial crisis, the robustness & sustainability of
space business is below the floodlights of the markets. Could the international
financial and economy crisis opened in 2008, affect in depth the space activity as it
was the case ten years ago?

¢ Is Space a profitable or a too risky business? What is the perception and reaction
of the financial sector?

o Are new space missions developed in governmental frame well relayed by industry
and users oriented public entities, especially when it is time to decide on
continuation of service and when it is necessary to develop operational products
and services using these new space systems?

o The proliferation, the growing aversion of the society vis-a-vis risks on health and
environment or safety, the delocalization of enterprises, the will to keep under
control strategic activities or other subjects dictate new laws and regulations that
influence the space activity. What are the various impacts? Are they beneficial or
not?

Internationalisation of economy (companies as well as markets) offers opportunities
and risks. Are they well assessed and taken into account?
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Workshop NEREUS

Networks of European Regions Using Space
Technologies
8 -9 June 2010

NEREUS is a network which currently unites 22 European regions and 17 associated members.
The importance of the regional dimension in space policies and programmes is growing steadily.
Regions are a large market for space applications. In various areas of their management tasks as
local authorities space technologies play increasingly an indispensable role. In addition to the
regional actors the associated members come from various different sectors (telecommunication,
navigation, earth observation) and various different actors of the value chain (from research
sector to satellite manufacturers and service providers).

By working together in a non-profit international association (AISBL), the European regions and

their corresponding affiliated organisations can pursue the following goals:

o speaking with one voice at political level in order to bring regional influence to bear on the
planning and development of European Space programmes and activities related to
infrastructures and applications;

o strengthening (implementing) and promoting partnerships and cooperation schemes between
European Regions, with a view to developing shared or complementary strengths and assets;

o ensuring that the needs of end-users are correctly taken into account in the space services
provided by European Union programmes;

o raising awareness in the regions and among political decision maker for the impact of space
technologies as a lead market and a solution provider;

o ensuring the availability of space services across all regions, for the balanced development of
the European Union and the full expression of its space sector potential;

o helping to improve promotion of Europe’s space activities in the global competition;

e giving Europe’s citizens a greater role in shaping European policy and developing space-
service markets and increasing their participation.

Structure of Workshop

At first, the workshop will be an opportunity to raise awareness among all national and
international stakeholders in the space sector participating in the Toulouse Space Show of the
objectives, organisation and progress made by NEREUS. After a general presentation of the
association, round tables will be organised by NEREUS working groups for this purpose.
Following this, the workshop will be organised around presentations in a plenary session to
exchange between the different stakeholders: designers, users, regional authorities and
institutional organisations. The presentations will cover the preparation and implementation of
projects and services using space technologies in the framework of activities undertaken by
regional authorities and institutional organisations. The expression of territorial needs and the
search for regional and institutional synergy will also be covered.

Themes
The call for papers concerns the following activities undertaken by (or with) the regional
authorities or institutional organisations (at local, national and European levels):

o The preparation and implementation of projects or services using Space technologies,
Feedback from projects or services using space technologies,

Expressions of territorial needs,
The search for regional or institutional synergies at European and International levels,
Setting up partnerships or cooperation schemes (between regions and/or institutional
organisations).

The themes cover: earth observation; navigation; space telecommunications; all applications and
transversal services related to the above themes; education, training and communication.
